housing

Southern Virginia University offers several
housing options for single students, including
traditional residence halls, houses shared

by multiple students and townhouse-style
apartments. In order to facilitate a common
experience, Southern Virginia University
requires students to live on campus in
university housing who are single freshmen
and sophomores under the age of 21 and not
living with parents in the Buena Vista area.

To make housing more affordable for students
who choose to live on campus, Southern
Virginia also offers incremental privileges
and decreased costs as students accumulate
academic credits.

federal aid

The U.S. government offers a variety of grants
and loans, including Federal Pell Grants

and Supplemental Education Opportunity
Grants. Awards are based on a student’s
financial needs. To request these awards,
students should file the Free Application for
Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). To meet the
priority deadline, the FAFSA should be filed
by April 15 each year. Find them online at
www.fafsa.ed.gov.

interest-free payment plan
Southern Virginia University also offers

an interest-free tuition payment plan that
distributes the cost of tuition into monthly
installments throughout the academic year.
There is a $75 per year fee associated with
this plan.

The Financial Aid Office at Southern

Virginia will assist you in obtaining
financial aid from federal and state
governments, other private sources and the
university.



Southern Virginia University seeks
students who desire to succeed in our
exceptional learning and spiritual

environment. In addition to academic
proficiency, most admitted applicants
have served in their communities and

participated in extracurricular activities.

Interested students should apply as early

as possible for priority consideration.
Applications are processed within two
weeks of their arrival at the Admissions
Office. There is a $35 application fee (which
is waived for prospective students who
have attended an Open House at Southern
Virginia). Accepted applicants are notified
by mail. Those who are accepted and wish to
enroll must pay a $250 registration fee (not
refundable after May 1) and a $250 housing
deposit (if they will live on campus).

Southern Virginia hosts on-campus Open
Houses for prospective students throughout
the year. To make it easier for you attend
an Open House, Southern Virginia will
reimburse your travel at a rate of 20 cents-
per-mile, up to $250.

incoming freshmen

When considering freshman applications,
Southern Virginia examines the breadth of
an applicant’s academic record. While there
are no specified requirements, students

are expected to have completed 14 units
of core classes (English, foreign language,
mathematics, science, social science and
history) and four units of elective classes
(e.g., art, music, drama, physical education,
computer science).

transfer students

Southern Virginia welcomes students
transferring from other colleges and
universities.
